We believe Jesus is 
present because 
He promises to be. 

And when God is present, things 
happen. Either life or death, 
either blessing or curse, but 
be assured of this: something 
occurs when God is present. 
Jesus comes to us in His body 
and blood for the forgiveness 
of our sins to all who trust in 
His Word. All who receive the 
Sacrament receive Christ’s body 
and blood. Those who receive 
it in faith receive the benefits 
given in Christ’s promise. Those 
who do not believe receive 
judgment.   
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
